2.3 Charging the Battery Pack

2.4.1 Starting the PDA

2.4.2 Power (and Backlight) on / off
To turn on the PDA

Press the Power/Backlight key briefly (). If the PDA does not power on, perform
the cold reset. See chapter 2.7.1.
As the PDA initializes its File system, the IT7088lash screen displays for about 30
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seconds followed by calibration screen. Every tyoe perform a cold reset, these

screens will also appear.

To turn off the PDA, just press the Power/Backligely again. This action does not
actually turn off the PDA, it only turn the PDA antsuspend mode.

To Turn on/off the backlight
